FMD is a highly 
contagious viral disease 

of cloven-hoofed animals 
(cattle, sheep, goats, 
pigs, llamas, alpacas, 
deer-, and wild boar)

Any suspicion must be reported to 
the competent authority (official veterinarian) by livestock owners – farmers and private ow-
ners of cloven-hoofed animals.
